A number of changes have been made to standardise terminology and phrases throughout the rules.

Examples of this include:

Reserve players and substitute players have all been called substitute players.

Home Association, current Association and registered Association have all been called registered Association.

A number of anomalies have been rectified – usually the same rule was repeated with different wording giving a different meaning.

The Tournament Director has been given the power to appoint TO’s, Match Referees etc where he/she can not be personally present. Subsequent changes to give those appointed the necessary authority to act have been included. The TD can also allow replacement players, different shirt numbers and different uniform colours in extenuating circumstances to allow games to proceed.

The rules have been split in to 6 sections as follows:

A. Tournament Administration – The pre tournament stuff

B. Tournament Format – Where, when and who. Draws and points. What is up for grabs

C. Tournament Officials – TD, TA, Umpires, TO, Judges, Ball attendants, Reports

D. Host Association Responsibilities – Field, Equipment, First Aid

E. Judiciary – Judicial Committee, Jury of Appeal, Protests & Appeals

F. Technical Rules – Match conduct

Guidelines have been added in italics where explanation or example adds clarity.

An Index has been added.

Specific Changes of note:

Combined Teams

Added annual approval must be sought from Hockey NZ to be combined.

Entry Forms

Added the penalty fee for not providing an umpire to tournament.
Entry Fee

Added Entry Fee has been “hard coded”.

Added the apportionment of the Entry Fee and the amount withheld.

Team Registration Form

Changed process for submitting registration forms – now to be completed online.

Added the requirement to schedule shirt numbers and names has been “hard coded”.

Added a maximum of 4 and a minimum of 2 Team Officials – Coach and Manager.

Added the requirement to send colour photos of primary and alternate strips.

Player Eligibility

Changed transfer required from hockey players to Club Hockey Players

Guest Players

Added International Guest Players not permitted.
Changed GP Forms to be submitted 2 weeks before tournament.

Province of Origin

Added the signed forms to be received by HNZ at least 14 days before tournament.

Changed signatories to the same as for Guest Players

Players in the Tournament

Added extenuating circumstances the TD may… (eg Norovirus, chickenpox etc)

Tournament Briefing

Added the requirement to bring colour photos of primary and alternate strips.

Tournament Eligibility

Changed for Premier and Championship rules 

Technical Appointments

Added the TD may appoint TO’s and Judges as necessary.

Tournament Director

Added the TD (or appointee) is Match Referee.

Tournament Administrator

Added appointed by Host Association and approved by HNZ.

Ball Attendants

Added Ball Attendants (if used) must wear mouth guards, shin guards and different coloured shirts.

Judicial Committee

Added that the Judicial Committee shall deal with any other matter brought to its attention.

Jury of Appeal

Added the Team Manager must not have been involved in the Judicial Committee.

Added the TD is to be available to consult.

Protest & Appeals

Added Appeal process times and deposit payable.

Changed deposit refundable at JC or JoA discretion.

Hockey Balls

Added Match Balls should be white Kookaburra Elite brand.

Protective Equipment

Added use of a facemask by players at PC’s.

Admission to the Field of Play

Added Technical Officer on duty

Added Team Coach may enter field of play if a registered player.

Final Placing Matches and Final Matches

Added procedure for the conduct of golden goal extra time. NOTE now 15 minutes

Game Duration

Added Golden Goal extra time (for the final) extends the match. NOTE now 15 minutes

Interruptions to a Match

Added Technical Officer on Duty.

Delete Tournament Administrator.

Penalty Stroke Competition

Added Technical Officer on Duty

Shirt Numbers

Added extenuating circumstances the TD may… (e.g. loss of uniform, no alternate)

Team Uniform & Colours

Added extenuating circumstances TD may… (e.g. loss of uniform, no alternate)
